The Winterbournes Neighbourhood Plan

Neighbourhood Plasteeringsroup

Over the winterthe Neighbourhoodlan steeringrgup (NPSG) hacontinued with
collating the information provided on the completed questionnaires. The wonderfu
level of response from the community has given the NPSG, and Charles Penn in
particular, a very large amount of work in extracting information from thesespo
and understanding the communityods wi S
evaluating each potential development site set out in the questionnaire and additio
sites put forward by some residents of the villages. This has required a loedf deta
work, mostly undertaken by Charlie BriWaite, a former planningfticer, and
discussions on site suitability continue with the various deparméiitshire

Council. Nearly everything we are doing at present is based upon the views expre
in the responses to the questionnaire and in comments made at the village meetin
October. This gives the steergrgup some confidence that tHarpwe are

developing will meet the wishes of the majority of the community.

We have begun to draft the igabourhoodplan document. We are aware that there
Is an awful lot of work to do if we are to produce a plan which can influence the
development of the Winterbournes over the next ten years and which has the supr.
of the majority of the community. Iretlast Village Link we suggested a timeframe
for the development of the plan that, in retrospect, was too optimistic. We now hoy
to complete the draft plan for circulation to the community by the autumn, followed
by a village meeting a few weeks latgattoer feedback. However, meeting this targe
does not rely entirely upon the NPSG as we will require feedback and assistance f
Wiltshire Council and other agencies.

Finally, the chairmanship of the NPSG changed on 1st February. Mervyn Pannett
sepped down after four years in the chair, although he will continue to remain a
member of the steering group. Andrew Argyle was confirmed as the new chairmat
the NPSG meeting in January.

Bourne Valley Historical Society

Winterbourne Memories fromhe Three Winterbournes, Summer 1950

Airbourne Abundance

By the time you read this some of our large colourful butterflies will have begun to
come out of hibernation. The first are the sulphurous brimstones, followed by the
peacocks with their bold eye markings, commas with their ragged wing margins an
small tatoiseshells with sparkling blue dots along the lower edge of their rust wings
Initially they will come to flowers for nectar then in a few weeks turn their attention
nettle beds on which to lay eggs. On hatching they will provide food for thdaraterpil
-those of the peacock black and spiny forming exposed colonies, compared with t
yellow and black tortoiseshell caterpillars clustered in silken tents for safety. Look
carefully along the hedgerows particularly behindidhectory on Figsbury rdaand
bordering the track to Figsbury Ring. These will becongequas fresh butterflies in
June anduly by which time their parents will be dead.
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By then, with warm weather, southerly winds and good fortune, the beautiful painte
ladies will have appeal, though not emerging from local hibernation sites, but
originating from breeding grounds as far away as West Africa. Recent research
involving radar tracking and thousands of observations has revealed this remarkak
annual migration of these buttedlifrom tropical Africa to the Arctic Circle and back,
a journey of 9,000 miles involving at least 6 successive generations. Huge number
may be involved; for example in 2009 an estimated 11million flew north over the U
and 6 million were detected on theutherly return migration, often flying at an
average height of 500m, too high for us to see, at speeds reaching 30mph in
favourable winds. Those that alight here feed and produce a new generation
contributing to this amazing phenomenon. If and whersgewa painted lady in you
garden this summer just ponder the story unfolding before your eyes.

Believe it or not, another mass dispersal by a much smalleylgeactolving much
larger numbers, occurs in most years around the Winterbournes. Tliasisnmimer
flight of the minute cereal thrip which breeds on the wheat and barley fields arounc
our villages.
