Chairman's Report  

 

It was this time last year that David Baker reported our success in the 2016 South 

Wiltshire Best Kept Village competition: a testament to his leadership of the Parish 

Council over 6 years during which time the workload and challenges for the Parish 

Council have increased.  This increase has been to a large extent been due to the cut-

backs in county council budgets which mean that local parishes such as ours have to 

do more for themselves, pay for more, and find creative ways of sustaining the 

community and environment we enjoy.  The competition result is also of course due 

to the commitment and enthusiasm of so many people who contribute to the running 

of our amenities & societies, join the community days, support the Bourne Valley 

Link Scheme and community groups, and many other contributions which make the 

Winterbournes such a great place to live. 

It is a privilege to take over from David as Chairman of the Parish Council, but also 

daunting.  The achievement of last year sets a new standard for us, and the impact on 

the local community from Wiltshire Council budget restrictions is likely to be with us 

for several years. This brings me to the first of what may be many calls for help!  We 

have had our fill of elections and referenda over the past couple of years, both here 

and in other countries.  Our local council elections in May seem to have gone largely 

unnoticed, in part because we did not need a ballot for parish councillors.  For the 9 

councillor positions, we had only 6 nominations meaning that all 6 of us were in effect 

elected unopposed.  We have since been joined by Adrian Burrows by co-option, but 

still have two vacancies.  The work of the parish council is diverse, including 

maintenance of many parts of our villages, the footpaths, amenities areas and facilities, 

liaison with Wiltshire Council on road maintenance & use, use of our budget and 

fundraising for specific projects, input into planning discussion and decisions, and 

much more (see our parish council website for more information).  We would like to 

hear from any resident interested in joining the parish council, so that we can fill the 

remaining vacancies and ensure we have a council which represents the breadth of our 

community.  Further information on the vacancies and contact details for our clerk 

are on page 2, but if you are interested and would like more information please do 

contact me (01980 610979) or any of the other councillors. 

Having been actively engaged in the two household questionnaires ð both that 

conducted last year to support the development of the Neighbourhood Plan, and the 

survey in 2008 for the Parish Plan, I am very aware of what matters to everyone in the 

parish.  And this brings me to the second òcall for helpó.  The speed of traffic through 

the villages is a constant concern to us all.  A recent speed survey on the A338 just 
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within the 30mph limit (privately commissioned) records over 30,000 vehicles in each 

direction over 1 week. 15% of these vehicles were recorded as travelling at nearly 

40mph or higher.  Community Speedwatch is one way in which we can help the police 

enforce speed limits.  In partnership with the police, and using approved equipment, 

we can record details of speeding drivers who will receive letters, or a visit, from the 

police.  Graham Lloyd has recently taken over as our local Speedwatch team leader, 

but we need volunteers willing to join the team so that we have enough people to run 

the scheme.  The minimum time involved is equivalent to 4 hours a month or less 

depending upon the size of the team. Training is provided (Wiltshire Police will be 

running a course in September), but please do contact Graham Lloyd 

dengue@hotmail.co.uk or on 07425166986. 

Another topic of great interest and concern to many is that of housing development 

(planning), and the adoption of a neighbourhood plan will be a particularly significant 

step for the parish.  The development of our plan is being taken forward by the 

Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group, who will be holding a public meeting on 7 

October in the Glebe Hall, to report on progress and provide details of the next steps 

in the process.  I encourage you all to attend. 

Finally I would like to thank everyone for all your hard work and enthusiasm to 

sustain our community, both in the past, but also (I hope) in the future!  The many 

articles and reports in the Village Link show just how much is going on, and being 

done by all.

Glebe Hall Management Committee 
 

Half way through another year and I am pleased to report that the Glebe Hall is still 

heavily in demand and bookings are strong for the latter part of the year and now into 

2018. In response to the increase in use, the Glebe Hall management committee is 

continuing to address maintenance programmes and upgrade the facility to maintain 

its attraction to would-be users. This work includes replacement of broken slabs 

around the hall, broken car park barriers to protect the building, two fire doors 

damaged over the years and now embarking on upgrading the stage with new curtains, 

tracking and new lighting system. As part of a combined project with the Parish 

Council we have installed CCTV as a deterrent to the antisocial behaviour 

experienced around the hall, car park misuse and theft from vehicles. The CCTV 

system will be maintained and operated by the Parish Council who will arrange for 

signs to be erected when the system goes live.  

I would like to thank all those members of the committee who have provided practical 

help to keep the hall running and help reduce our running costs. The annual stock 

take has taken place and a number of volunteers spent a morning òspring cleaningó 

the hall including washing down and touching up paintwork, improving stage lighting, 

etc.  Worn Turtle mats at exit doors have been replaced and handles fitted to chair 

trolleys, together with rubber protectors to prevent damage to walls and doors. 

The on-going and essential work undertaken by our fund raising sub- committee, 

under their chair Chris Brown, continue to work hard organising various events that 

provides us with the extra funds to bring forward projects leading to hall 

improvements. The ôOpens Gardens and Teaõ on 14
th
 May in collaboration with the 

Bourne Valley Horticultural Society proved a tremendous success and congratulations 

to Pam Taylor and her team for organising a memorable day. May I take the 

opportunity to thank the Bourne Valley Singers and Newbourne Players for their 

contributions to hall funds after organising a Sunday ôConcert and Tea Partyõ and 

Murder Mystery  respectively? Future events organised by the fund raising committee 

include the continuation of the monthly Moviola sessions. A ôFamily Fun Dayõ has 

been organised at The Grange on 13
th
 August 2-5pm including Magic Jack, bouncy 

castle, duck racing, Moo Music session, BV Quartet together with Glebe Hall 

associations & clubs joining in with their individual contributions. Again we must give 

a big thank you to Susanne and Saleh Rebdi for allowing the use of their gardens for 

this event. There will also be plenty of delicious scones and cakes too and maybe a

Many areas boards are raising the issue that our 101 Call handling for Wiltshire 

remains below the standards we wish to deliver.  To give context to the current 

position it is important to understand that there has been a significant shift in the way 

we manage our demand within the police service.  The Community Policing model 

recognises that the Police service is being asked to do ômore with lessõ and helps to 

address this fact by assessing the demand at the first point of contract. The call 

handler will assess the threat, harm and risk without necessarily tasking an officer to 

attend in the first instance. The adage they work to in our Communication Centre is 

to get it right first time.  As a result of this change in handling we have seen an increase 

in waiting times for calls to be answered.  However, since we initiated the CPT model, 

calls for immediate help have seen an improvement.  It is also important to note that 

we have engaged in a significant recruitment phase for many roles within the 

CPT.  Police Officers, PCSO, Local Crime Investigators and Prisoner Transport team 

members have all been recruited.  Where do we find people with the right skills to do 

these roles?  One area is our Communication Centre.  These are members of Police 

staff who have been trained in aspects of law and have good communication skills.  It 

is not surprising that they then wish to use their training and continue to 

develop.  Consequently recruitment and retention of staff is a challenge, however to 

reassure you our Communication Centre leadership team have a well-established 

rolling recruitment programme in place. We continue to review and assess where 

improvements are needed. We are currently exploring solutions including on-line 

reporting of crime, a more informative website and on-line chat and hope these 

different access channels will start to be available late summer 2017.  We will not solve 

this issue overnight and are working hard any problems to deliver the best possible 

service to those who contact us.

Current Priorities: Theft from Motor Vehicles 

 

This priority commenced back on 20

 January 2017. Following an investigation into a 

large series of vehicle crimes which was a Community Policing priority, Salisbury CID 

charged two local men with conspiracy to steal from vehicles. Two brothers were 

arrested and subsequently charged with the spate of offences between 1
st
 November 

2016 and 31
st
 January 2017. They face charges in relation to a total of 104 offences 

including 71 in Wiltshire and 33 in Dorset. They appeared at Salisbury Magistrates 

Court on 16
th
 June and were remanded in custody. They are next due to appear at 

Salisbury Crown Court on 19
th

Advice on Pet Doors 

 

Wiltshire Police have experienced some incidents within the Swindon area of burglars 

utilising vulnerabilities caused by home owners who have installed pet doors. 

 

¶ Serious consideration needs to be given on where to fit a pet door as the security 

of your home could be compromised.  

¶ You will need to consider that a burglar may be able to reach through the door 

after its fitted and access the main door latch.  

¶ Never leave keys, wallets or any valuables where a burglar may be able to reach 

them through the door hole.  

¶ A locking pet door can, of course, lock to add extra security but this is a little 

counterproductive.  A microchip pet door however would provide additional 

security as it can only be opened from the outside by your pet's microchip.  

¶ When considering large dog door be aware that although unlikely burglars could 

climb through it.  It is advisable to put a security panel on at night or when going 

out.

Winterbourne Stores is now a registered òsafe placeó, where anyone unwell, 

in distress or needing assistance in some way whilst out, can seek help.  Everyone who 

works in the stores has attended an information session and agreed to become a 

Dementia Friend. 

 

We now have three Dementia Champions in the village who have been trained to run 

the Dementia Friend information sessions, which cover the five key messages on 

dementia and a little bit about what it is like to live with dementia.  Anyone who 
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attends is asked to commit to a dementia-friendly action, which can be as big or small 

as they choose, and is able to become a Dementia Friend.  The òactionó could be as 

simple as showing patience and kindness towards someone living with dementia. The 

information sessions last for about 45 minutes, are suitable for any age group and can 

be for any number of people from one upwards.  The Dementia Champions are 

happy to run the sessions in home surroundings, a meeting place or a place of 

business.  Everyone who has attended has enjoyed the session and found it has really 

improved their understanding of dementia.

Wiltshire Air Ambulance has been saving lives for over 27 years 

and work has begun on our new airbase at Semington, near 

Melksham. The new airbase will bring together our helicopter, aircrew and charity 

team onto one site for the first time.

Extract from the Summary of a lecture by Dr Francis Burroughes on, òA Victorian 

Head Gardeneró 

 

Francisõ father started work as a gardenerõs boy before the First World War.  At the 

turn of the 20
th
 century, if it could be proved that a childõs income was important to the 

family, they could leave school at the age of 12 to find work.  Francisõs father reached 
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the age of 12 on a Friday and started work the next day at 6.30am.  He left home at 

5.30am, carrying his lunch of a slice of bread and smear of dripping, to walk the two 

and a half miles to work.  Happily, as it was Saturday, he finished work at 2.30pm.  

Monday to Friday he worked from 6.30am to 8pm, or until it was too dark to see, for 

6 shillings per week, which was a good wage in those days.  However, he also had to 

part with two shillings and nine pence to the head gardener as an apprenticeship fee. 

His work was on the local estate of Slate Park, outside Diss in Norfolk.  It was a small 

country estate with a large Victorian gothic house, built in the 1870õs and owned by a 

Birmingham manufacturing family.  The first six months was spent washing terracotta 

pots under a shelter outside the north wall of the kitchen garden in a 6 foot by 4 foot 

bath.  The bath was filled each morning from a water pump and washing soda added.  

Every day he went home with bleeding chilblains on his hands. òCarpet beddingó was 

very popular at that time, which was the practice of filling large flower beds with 

annuals arranged in patterns. All plants were grown from seed and pricked out to one 

inch, 2 inch, 3 inch, 4 inch and then 5 inch pots.  750,000 plants were grown each 

year.  The 15 acres of lawn was mown at least once per week and if the owners were 

holding a special party it could be two or three times per week.  The mower was horse 

drawn and the horses wore special leather boots, to avoid the horseshoes damaging 

the turf.  Two grooms would bring out two quiet carriage horses.  The first was 

harnessed to the mower, which had a seat for the under gardener, who steered.  The 

groom led the horse.  Two men followed the mower with spring rakes to rake the 

clippings to one side.  Two more men pushing wheelbarrows with wide front wheels 

and two gardenerõs boys cleared the clippings.  Two more men with besom brooms 

swept up the last remaining cuttings. The second groom and horse pulled a roller, 

steered by another gardener.  Finally two more men with soft brushes swept the grass 

in the same direction in which it had been rolled, to set the stripes.  At Slate Park a 

chequered affect was required, which meant sweeping again in the opposite direction.  

Lawns were cut in a specific order.  First the east side, so that it was finished before 

the family came to breakfast on that side of the house.  Next the west side by 9.30am 

when the family returned to their bedrooms and dressing rooms on the west side.  At 

11.30am, when the family had left the house, the south side was cut in front of the 

main reception areas.

Bourne Valley Womenõs Institute 
 

The new year began after the AGM in February, which like most AGMs is not the 

most interesting gathering (except that we had birthday cake at tea-time---95years)!  In 

March, Mr. David Tovey spoke to us about the history of the ambulance service, 

which although I wasnõt there (cruising the Nile) I ôm told was an interesting and 

informative meeting. The birthday lunch in March, at the Barford Inn was, as usual, 

enjoyed by all.  The April meeting was great fun with local wild-life expert John 

Notman telling us about the Salisbury area and the wild life it supports.  Salisbury is a 

good place with at least five habitats including chalk down, wetlands and 

woodlands.  Locally we have Figsbury Ring and Porton Down.  There are many 

orchids, including the Burnt-tip, fifteen years from seed to flower, and the county 

flower of Wiltshire.  Among the birds we have the bustard, the stone curlew and the 

red kite.  The butterflies include the beautiful Purple Emperor; a much laid back type 

which hangs around long enough for you to get a good look!  How about jelly ear and 

yellow brain, fungi which need no description.  Rare plants include Asarabacca and 

Wild Tulip, usually growing in places that are rather too accessible.  We all enjoyed 

this meeting very much.  In May we had a ômembers ômeetingõ, sadly depleted by ill-

health and holidays, but it meant that the resolutions for the national AGM in 

Liverpool this year were thoroughly discussed by all present (really)! Mavis Dean gave 

a presentation on ôlonelinessõ and what could be done to alleviate it. The general view 

was that it would be difficult to do anything on an organized basis. The other 

resolution was on the prevalence of plastic fibres (not the usual beads in this case, this 

is being addressed) and the horrifying effect they have on wild life in oceans and 

rivers.  The meeting thought that ôsomething should be doneõ but it is difficult to see 

quite what.  In June there was a meeting of the Figsbury Group in Winterslow, where 

members were entertained by local group ôScrape the Barrelõ.  June was also the 

occasion of the national AGM and we heard from the delegate representing us that 

the resolutions were both carried, the one on plastic fibres with 97% of the vote.  The 

subject of the talk was ôwhat the bride wore;õ we were a bit uncertain about this as 

brides usually seem to be conservative in the choice of apparel, mainly wearing 

white.  Mrs. Diana Warnock, a fashion historian, gave us a delightful insight into 
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wedding fashions, from Roxanne, bride of Alexander the Great, who was ritually 

undressed for the ceremony, to the present, very peculiar, designs by some modern 

designers.  Royal Brides were status symbols and of great political importance, and 

usually very young (12 to 14 years old). They were dressed sumptuously, with fur-

trimmed robes and gold crowns. Their hair was always loose and a diaphanous veil 

was de rigueur.  Money changed hands for aristocratic brides, but they still had loose 

hair and a veil.  Brides never had any influence in the choice of groom, it was a 

business transaction.  The ceremony was not necessarily religious or in a church.  A 

neat rhyme ð dressed in white, doing alright, dressed in blue, faithful and true, dressed 

in green, ashamed to be seen - described the appearance of brides in paintings. There 

was usually a bed in the background and a dog (depicting faithfulness) in the 

foreground.  The competition (a wedding day memento) was won with a fragile 

decoration from the top of the cake, which had survived 62 years and more than 

twenty moves!  Subjects for future meetings include a talk on TV journalism, an 

introduction to natural skin care and our garden party.

It is with very mixed feelings, that I write my final contribution to the Village Link, as 

from September 2017 I will no longer be the minister of Bourne Valley Methodist 

Church. There is going to be a re-distribution of the ministers in the Salisbury Circuit 

and the Revd. Anna Bishop will take over from September. This is a great sadness for 

me as I have been so warmly welcomed into the heart of the church family, but I do 

have some very happy memories that I will hold on to for the rest of my ministry. 

By the time this article is published I shall have been through my time of being 

òbrought into Full Connexionó at the Methodist Conference in Birmingham, and 

ordained at Coventry Central Hall; all on 25
th
 June 2017. It seems to many to be a 

rather strange system within the Methodist Church, as when we come out of our two 

years of training at theological college and enter into our two years of probation, we 

are essentially still lay people. We are afforded the title òThe Reverendó, we wear the 

clothes, and we do the job of an ordained minister, but itõs still a time of testing. 

I often compare it to Peter being called out of the boat in order to walk on the water 

with Jesus in Matthew 14; not that Iõm under any illusion that following ordination, Iõll 

be able to walk on water! I focus particularly on the words of Peter when he says to 

Jesus, òLord, if it is You, command me to come to Youó éSo He said, òCome.ó And 

when Peter had come down out of the boat, he walked on the wateré to Jesusó. I 

believe this story teaches us two things. Firstly, if God hasnõt actually called us to 

something, then we shouldnõt be doing it. Secondly, it teaches us that to experience 

miracles, we need to get out of our comfort zones. Try to imagine for a moment 

changing places with Peter in this story. The storm is raging and youõre afraid. The 

boat is a secure and comfortable place ð wouldnõt you want to stay there? But you 

canõt. God designed all of us to do more than simply avoid failure; Heõs calling us to 

step out in faith and to accomplish great things in His name. Stepping out of the boat, 

stepping out of my comfort zone and putting my total faith and trust in God is how I 

felt when I began to test the call to ministry ð and to a degree itõs how I continue to 

feel each and every day. I realise that I do all things in Godõs strength, and not in my 

own. I feel very privileged to have been the minister of Bourne Valley Methodist 

Church for two years and Iõm so grateful for all of the experiences I have been 

through with the love and support of the church family. I had by first funeral, my first 

baptism, and in June 2017 my very first wedding ð all in a church that will always hold 

a very special place in my heart.

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Countryside Matters 
 

Home and Away 
 

From May, through June to mid-July, a short walk from Earls Rise to the Post Office 

provides a wonderful spectacle and contrast between the behaviour of two utterly 

different birds - the brilliantly, aerial, screeching swifts and the flitting, chirping house 

sparrows. A few pairs of swifts nest every year in the roof space above the nursery 

school by the church. One minute the sky is empty, the next they are sweeping into it 

from all directions, swerving and swooping at breakneck speeds. This year they have 

again returned from Africa having spent the last ten months or so collecting flies, small 

moths and aphids in skies thousands of miles away from the Winterbournes. Each 

pair will rear 2-3 young and by the end of July these will zoom off to Africa probably 

never to perch again for perhaps two years before returning to thrill us with their 

spectacular aerobatics. That's why we must continue to provide enough roof spaces to 

encourage them to maintain this miraculous life style. 

 

In contrast, in the creeper-clad walls and roof guttering on houses near the entrance to 

Paddock Close, particularly Pound Cottage, house sparrows seemingly chirp away, 

their local residential lives within a few yards of where they first hatched last year.  The 

loud aggressive-sounding chirps of the blacked-bibbed cocks provide a musical 

background, far preferable to the roar of passing traffic. Although house sparrows are 

less common nowadays in cities and towns, pockets of  them, like these, are still 

common in villages. The reason for their decline is uncertain; perhaps because there 

is less grain spilt on roads or modern buildings have fewer cracks and crevices for 

them to nest in. 

 

May we continue to provide both these species with attractive habitats for many years 

to come?
